Today’s students have a vast array of career opportunities and more information readily available to explore these career paths than ever before.  To help Carlisle’s students begin looking for careers that align with their skills and interests, all students will be engaging in online curriculum.  Students will complete assessments and surveys, career and postsecondary education research, high school course planning, financial aid education and research, and career development activities.  This curriculum not only meets the Iowa legislative requirements but also offers students a look at online learning which is becoming more common with postsecondary educational institutions and the workplace.  As the course is online, each student will be able to work at their own pace allowing students the flexibility to take more time to explore or plan when desired.  
Students will earn .25 credit per year upon successful completion of their grade level curriculum.  This is not a course during the student’s day; each student is responsible for completing their curriculum on their own.  Students may use WIN, study hall, before/after school, and time at home to complete their work.  All 9th-11th grade students will be required to complete their online portfolio prior to registration for the next year’s courses. Seniors will be required to complete their portfolio prior to graduation.  

Grade level requirements include:

· 9th grade-12th grade- transcript reflection, career reflection form and course registration
The counseling department has created instructions to help each student complete their online curriculum. Counselors will be available during WIN by appointment a as well as before/after school and during study halls to assist students.
